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Entries must submit the competition registration form and works via Google
form. The competition website is linked to CURB’s Facebook page to obtain
the registration form and regulations.;

e Submitted files must be named according to the following format: No of
entry_name of participant_name of photo_location_date of photo;
(eg. 01_Adam Smith_Cultural Exchange_Ruins of St Paul_2021-10-01.JPG);

e All entrants must submit a copy of their ID;

* Entrants of the Students Group must submit a copy of their student ID.

ELIGIBILITY

e Contestants must hold a valid (permanent/non-permanent) resident identity
card, non-resident worker card, or student visa in Macau;

® Entrants of Students Group must be enrolled in a local or overseas higher
education institution or high school, and age below 30.

GENERAL SUBMISSION RULES

* Submitted photos must follow the competition theme;

* Image files must be high-resolution (no less than 2 megapixels) and in JPEG
or TIFF format;

® Each contestant can submit a maximum of three photos;

* Entries should not be heavily edited, filtered or manipulated. Moderate use
of editing is acceptable;

e Entries should not show offence, discrimination, violence, and other
inappropriate implications, and should have no connotation to particular
commercial entities;

* Images must have been created by the entrant;

* The work has not won any award, or is subject to any license or copyright
restrictions;

* No watermarks of any kind can be placed on the submissions;

e CURB reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to disqualify any entry that
does not comply with any of the General Submission Rules and Require-
ments, even after the entry is submitted.

* Should entries be disqualified, CURB shall hold no further responsibility on
the issue;

* In case of conflict, CURB reserves the right of final decision and explanation.
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JUDGING

* Entries will be evaluated within the respective competition group;

e Works will be evaluated based on creativity, quality of execution
and originality of vision.

e Judges will select the top three entries and up to 10 honorable mentions
for each competition group;

* CURB reserves the right to not attribute an award if the quality of the en-
tries does not fulfill the criteria and/or according to the judges’ decision;

* The jury panel includes representatives and professionals from the
organizer and partners.

AWARDS AND PRIZES
e Awards for top three entries for each competition group will receive
a certificate and cash prizes as follows:

Open Group
1st: MOP 3,000 / 2nd: MOP 2,000 / 3rd: MOP 1,000

Students Group
1st: MOP 1,500 / 2nd: MOP 1,000 / 3rd: MOP 500
e Awards for honorable mentions will receive a certificate;

e Photos of winning entries will be exhibited at Ponte 9 gallery and will be
showcased in the competition website and CURB’s Facebook page.

e Competition results will be announced on CURB’s Facebook page.

e Winners will be notified by phone or email and will be invited to attend the
award ceremony
